3 This has been examined in Board. In order to avoid inconvenience to users. it has been
decided that while HRMS remains the preferred option, Field Units also have the option
to operate the Pass. PF and Settlement activities as per the existing practice till 31.03.2021.
However from 01.04.2021 onwards, all the activities relating to these modules shall only be

mitiated through respective modules of HRMS as CRIS would have taken all measures to ensure
seamless operation of HRMS.
